Australia has a written constitution. The Australian Constitution defines the responsibilities
of the federal government, which include foreign relations and trade, defence and immigration.
Australia’s system of government is based on parliamentary democracy. Australia’s federal
parliament has two chambers, the House of Representatives and the Senate. The party which usually
has a majority of seats in the Senate, becomes the executive government. The parliament makes the
laws; the executive put the laws into operation; and the judiciary interprets the laws. The functions
are carried out separately. This prevents powers from being concentrated in one arm of government.
